Rabies is a preventable viral disease
that is most commonly spread by saliva
from a rabid animal through the form of
a bite. Rabies is a disease that is trans-
missible to humans also.

The virus infects the central nervous
system, and ultimately causes death.

Never approach a wild animal or a stray
dog or cat as you run the risk of being
bitten.

Always report animal bites to your local
animal control and seek the medical
advice of your physician immediately if
you are bitten.
