Flu vaccinations will be available during the
following two community events at Public Health:

« October 4, 2013 from 8:00 a.m. to 11:30 a.m.
and 1:00 p.m. to 4:30 p.m.

e October 7, 2013 from 8:00 a.m. to 11:30 a.m.
and 1:00 p.m. to 4:30 p.m.

Because seasonal flu shots are so widely available,
a limited supply of regular flu shots and a larger
supply of high-dose flu shots (for people age 65 and
older) will be available.

Vaccinations will be offered by walk-in only,
except for infants. Appointments are required for
infants ages 6-35 months and can be made by
calling (828) 695-5800.

All community events
are open to the public.

e Accepted forms of payment include cash, check,
debit/credit, Medicare Part B (only), and Medicaid.

e Medicare Advantage and other insurance plans will
not be accepted; but, individuals may pay and then
file with their insurers for possible reimbursement.

e Children 6 months through 18 years of age who are
Medicaid eligible or uninsured will receive vaccine
at no charge.

e Uninsured women 19 years and older who are
pregnant during flu season and are being served by
Catawba County Public Health, including the on-site
Prenatal Clinic operated by Catawba Valley Medical
Center Maternity Services will receive vaccine at
no charge.
