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The Catawba County Board of Commissioners met in Regular Session on Monday, July 13, 2020, at 7:00 p.m., in the Board of Commissioners Meeting Room, 2nd Floor, Catawba County Justice Center, 100 Government Drive, Newton, North Carolina.
Present were Chair Randy Isenhower, Vice-Chair Barbara G. Beatty, and Commissioners Katherine W. Barnes, Sherry E. Butler, and Dan A. Hunsucker.   
Also present were County Manager Mick Berry, Assistant County Managers Mary Furtado and Bob Miracle, Assistant County Attorney Jodi Stewart, and County Clerk Barbara Morris. County Attorney Debra Bechtel participated remotely by phone.
1. Chair Randy Isenhower called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m., noting a quorum was present. 
2. Vice-Chair Barbara G. Beatty led the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.
3.
Chair Isenhower offered the invocation.

4.
Commissioner Katherine W. Barnes made a motion to approve the minutes of the Board’s Regular Meeting and Closed Session of June 15, 2020.  The motion carried unanimously.
5.
Recognition of Special Guests: Chair Isenhower welcomed everyone present.
6.
Public Comments.  None.  
7.
Presentation:

The Board presented the Governor’s Medallion Award for Volunteer Service to Joseph Hicks.  The award was implemented in 2006 to recognize the top 20-25 volunteers in the state. Medallion recipients are nominated at the county level by the county award coordinator. Only one Medallion nomination is permitted per county. A statewide panel reviews and evaluates all these nominations to determine the award recipients. Medallion Award recipients are honored at an annual recognition ceremony where the medallion is placed around the neck to signify the volunteer’s great service to the community. Unfortunately, due to the current circumstances this award ceremony was cancelled for 2020 so the Board of Commissioners presented this award to Joseph Hicks. 
8.
Public Hearings:

Before requests for Public Hearings were heard, Chair Isenhower noted that the applicant for the 2nd public hearing on the agenda had asked that the hearing be continued to the Board’s August 3, 2020 meeting.  Commissioner Sherry E. Butler made a motion to approve that continuation.  The motion carried unanimously.

a. Assistant Planning Director Chris Timberlake presented a request for the Board to hold a public hearing to receive citizen comments and consider application to rezone approximately 1.14 acres, owned by Mitchell Sigmon, from R-20 Residential to Rural Commercial (RC) District. The property is located at 2840 South US 321 Highway in the Startown Small Area Planning District.  

The R-20 Residential district requires a minimum lot size of 20,000 square feet (approx. 1/2 acre) and is considered a high-density “general use” residential district. Predominant uses in this district include single-family homes and agriculture. The Rural Commercial district requires a minimum lot size of 20,000 square feet (1/2 acre) and is considered a “general use” district and provides small areas for office, services, and retail uses designed in scale with residential uses.  Properties to the north and west are zoned R-20 residential and contain single family homes.  Properties to the south and east are zone M-1 (Manufacturing) and are the locations of GKN Driveline and Inter-Continental and Maiden Warehouse Corporation.

Public water is located along S US 321 Highway. Public sewer is located north of the site along S US 321 Highway and Prison Camp Road, but is not located in front of the site. South US 321 Highway is identified as a major thoroughfare in the 2035 Long Range Transportation Plan. The plan does not recommend any improvements for this section of US 321. Traffic counts taken in 2017 near the site measured 9,200 Annual Average Daily Traffic (AADT). Traffic is not anticipated to increase if the property is rezoned because the use exists. 

The Startown Small Area Plan, accepted in 2005, serves as the current land use plan for this area.  The “Future Land Use Recommendations and Residential Densities," identifies the property recommended for high-density residential (1 house per .34 acre). The proposed zoning is inconsistent with the accepted land use plan and recommendations. 

The Planning Board held a public hearing on June 29, 2020. No one spoke for or against the request. There were no questions from the Planning Board.

Staff recommended and the Planning Board voted 7-0 to submit a favorable recommendation to the Board of Commissioners to rezone the 1.14 acres owned by Mitchell Sigmon from R-20 Residential to Rural Commercial District based upon:  the property’s proximity to other nonresidential (industrial) properties and uses located east of South US 321 Highway; the longstanding nonresidential use of the property and the commercial construction of the existing structure; and rezoning the property to Rural Commercial is a good balance between the adjacent industrial uses and the residential uses west of South US 321 Highway.
Chair Isenhower opened the public hearing; no one came forward to speak and Chair Isenhower closed the public hearing.  Commissioner Butler made a motion to approve the rezoning request based on the reason set forth above by the Planning Board and adopt the necessary consistency statement and ordinance.  The motion carried unanimously.  The following applies:
ZONING MAP AMENDMENT CONSISTENCY STATEMENT

On July 13, 2020 the Catawba County Board of Commissioners conducted a public hearing for the purpose of considering a zoning map amendment to property identified by PIN 3648-13-14-9740 (Case #RZ2020-06). 

Upon considering the matter, the Catawba County Board of Commissioners finds the request to be inconsistent with the land use recommendations illustrated on Map 5, titled “Future Land Use and Residential Densities Recommendations," depicting the property as being located in an area recommended for high-density residential development, but reasonable for consideration based upon:

1) The property’s proximity to other nonresidential (industrial) properties and uses located east of South US 321 Highway;

2) The longstanding nonresidential use of the property and the commercial construction of the existing structure; and

3) Rezoning the property to Rural Commercial is a good balance between the adjacent industrial uses and the residential uses west of South US 321 Highway.

This decision was affirmed by a vote of _5__-_0__ of the Catawba County Board of Commissioners.

AMENDMENT TO THE CATAWBA COUNTY ZONING MAP

BE IT ORDAINED, BY THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS, that the Catawba County Official Zoning Atlas is hereby amended by rezoning the following described property from R-20 Residential to Rural Commercial (RC) (RZ2020-06):
1.14 acres located at 2840 South US 321 Highway in the Startown Small Area Planning District, Newton Township, and further identified by Parcel Identification Number 3648-13-14-9740.
PLAN CONSISTENCY STATEMENT:


Pursuant to NCGS 153A-341, the Catawba County Board of Commissioners finds the request to be inconsistent with Map 5, titled “Future Land Use Recommendations," suggesting high-density residential (1 house per .34 acre) at this location within the Startown Small Area Plan, accepted on October 17, 2007, but reasonable for rezoning and in the public’s interest based upon:

1) The property’s proximity to other nonresidential (industrial) properties and uses located east of South US 321 Highway;

2) The longstanding nonresidential use of the property and the commercial construction of the existing structure; and

3) Rezoning the property to Rural Commercial is a good balance between the adjacent industrial uses and the residential uses west of South US 321 Highway.

This, the 13th day of July 2020.
b.  Public Hearing to rezone 17 acres (Beaver Creek) continued to August 3, 2020.
c. Planning Director Jacky Eubanks requested the Board hold a second public hearing to receive citizen input and consider approval of the submission of a Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) application for the upcoming year and approved the required documents to be submitted to the Division of Community Assistance.

Catawba County held the second public hearing to receive citizen input in the development and submission of a NC Neighborhood Revitalization Scattered Site Housing Project with Community Development Block Grant (CDBG-NR) funds.  CDBG-NR funds will be requested for $750,000 to be used for the rehabilitation of up to fifteen (15) 100% low to moderate income, owner occupied homes scattered throughout the County’s boundary limits excluding the City of Hickory which is an entitlement city.  Applications will be submitted to the North Carolina Department of Commerce, Rural Economic Development Division by July 27th.   Funding announcements are anticipated during the Fall of 2020.

Five (5) homes have been selected at this time and the other ten (10) homes will be selected at a later date due to Covid-19. The County will continue to take applications for this grant program.  Once the other ten (10) have been selected, a waiting list will be started. The first five candidates were selected from the ongoing waiting list that WPCOG has for the housing programs it administers. To qualify for the program a candidate must be low to moderate income persons below 80% of the HUD median income and has to be owner occupied and cannot be behind on their city/county taxes. No single-wide mobile homes qualify. WPCOG has an ongoing waiting list but is going to advertise for the remaining ten candidates after the application is submitted on the County’s website, Twitter and public announcements in the Hickory Daily Record and Observer News Enterprise. 
Chair Isenhower opened the public hearing; no one came forward to speak and Chair Isenhower closed the public hearing.  Commissioner Barnes made a motion to approve the submission of a Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) application for the upcoming year and approve the required documents to be submitted to the Division of Community Assistance.  The motion carried unanimously.  The following resolution applies:

WHEREAS, Catawba County Board of Commissioners wishes Catawba County to pursue a formal application for Community Development Block Grant funding to benefit 15 owner occupied households; and,

Appointments: Recommendations came in the form of a motion, which carried unanimously.
Upon the recommendation of Chair Isenhower, Vice-Chair Beatty was designated as the voting delegate for the NCACC Conference.  Upon the recommendation of Vice-Chair Beatty, the Board reappointed Dr. Kathy Wood for a fourth term on the Nursing and Rest Home Advisory Board, with a term expiration of August 4, 2023. Upon the recommendation of Commissioner Barnes, the Board appointed David O’Connor for a first term on the Partners Behavioral Health Management Board, with a term expiration of June 30, 2023. Upon the recommendation of Commissioner Butler, the Board appointed Ron Downs for a first term on the Home and Community Block Grant Advisory Committee, with a term expiration of June 30, 2023, and the appointment of Commissioner Butler for a first term and reappointment of AJ Kerley and Debbie Rights for second terms on the WPCOG Aging Advisory Committee, with term expirations of June 30, 2022. Upon the recommendation of Commissioner Hunsucker, the Board reappointed Richard Shook for a third term on the Dangerous Dog Appellate Board, with a term expiration of July 20, 2023.

Consent Agenda:


County Manager Mick Berry presented the following four items under the Consent Agenda.  Chair Isenhower asked if any commissioner wished for an item to be broken out of the Consent Agenda for individual discussion; none was requested.

a.  A request for the Board to accept a US Department of Justice - COPS Hiring Program 2020 grant to support the hiring of three (3.0) School Resource Officers and authorize provision of all necessary certifications and assurances to the granting entity and future commitment of the required 25% County match over the 3-year grant term. Beginning July 1, 2023, the County will budget 30% of the cost of 3 elementary school SROs.  If other sources are not committed (school, municipalities), 70% of the cost will be deducted from Catawba County Schools’ current expense for FY 2023-24 and the positions eliminated in FY 2024-25 budget.
COPS Hiring Program is a competitive award program intended to reduce crime and advance public safety through community policing by providing direct funding for the hiring of career law enforcement officers. The award covers 75% of the approved entry-level salary and fringe benefits of each full-time law enforcement officer over the 3-year award period, with a minimum 25 percent local match requirement and a maximum federal share of $125,000 per officer.   Existing SRO’s in middle and high schools have various funding arrangements averaging 30% County, 70% School cost share. 

The Sheriff’s Office applied for funding to support five (5.0) elementary School Resource Officers (SROs), and the full request was awarded. Taking existing SRO staffing levels into consideration, 3 additional officers are needed to provide 1 elementary-dedicated officer per feeder high school zone. As a result, the Sheriff’s Office plans to accept 3 of the 5 grant-funded positions.  The total estimated project cost over 3 years is $527,793, with the cumulative federal share totaling $375,000 and the County-required match for that same period estimated to be $152,793. After completion of the grant, the County is required to retain the grant-funded positions within the budget for 1 year. 

Having SROs on elementary school campuses will provide a visual deterrent that has proven effective in discouraging potential assailants. Elementary SROs will further enhance safety by conducting threat assessments, training/planning for potential threats, and educating students/parents on the harmful threats that can lie within schools, communities, and internet/cyber communities. Working with elementary students creates mentoring/counseling opportunities that hopefully lead to the development of positive relationships with law enforcement that encourage communication and deter criminal behavior. b.   A request for the Board to accept and appropriate grant funds in the amount of $ 37,582 to the Catawba County Library from a Federal IMLS, Library Services Technology Act (LSTA) Project Grant: Community Navigator.             

In order to achieve the outcomes of its Strategic Plan, the Library continues to focus on making progress through one-time initiatives using grant funding. The Library secured a $37,582 LSTA grant to strengthen our capacity to connect people to essential resources and to empower library staff to provide exceptional programs and services. In partnership with Appalachian State University, the library will host two social work interns, who through direct interactions with community members will help citizens navigate community services and resources, provide mental health first aid, and facilitate training for library staff including de-escalation strategies, and trauma informed care. This project will expand our community's access to resources for learning and success in school, work, and life by engaging in a deeper and more meaningful way to meet patrons in need where they are without judgment or stigma. This project further strengthens the library’s approach to helping people in need of social-service assistance and reinforces the value of public libraries as a critical community resource aligned to meet community need. Through this initiative the library will provide improved access to critical resources, in direct support and alignment with the library’s strategic plan as well as evolving K64, and other county strategic initiatives to enhance access, educational attainment, economic and workforce development, and bridge the digital divide. 

The library will partner with community-based organizations, including Appalachian State University, Catawba County Social Services, United Way, ECCCM, and other community service organizations to connect citizens with the resources that will help them make meaningful progress in their situations. This grant requires a 10 percent local match of $4,176 to be facilitated through library reinventing funding.  The following appropriations apply:

c.  A request for the Board to enter into a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with Carolina Land and Lakes for project management of the river debris cleanup of Henry Fork and Jacobs Fork Rivers, appropriate $10,000 for FY20/21 for these services, and authorize the County Manager to execute the MOU.

During the FY20/21 budget process, Carolina Land and Lakes requested $10,000. This funding was not included in the Manager’s recommended budget.  During the Board of Commissioners’ public hearing and wrap-up, the Board of Commissioners discussed contracting with Carolina Land and Lakes for specific services focused on removing obstructions from Henry and Jacobs Fork Rivers. 

The County Manager reached out to Carolina Land and Lakes Executive Director Melissa Patton to request a proposal supporting the Board of Commissioners’ interest in waterway cleanup in exchange for $10,000.

This resulted in the MOU, which includes Carolina Land and Lakes project management of river debris cleanup, as well as research and identification of potential funding sources to pay for the cleanup work.   The project deliverables include: research successful river cleanup projects that are in compliance with all local, state, and federal regulations; quantify and identify where the blockages are on Henry Fork River and Jacobs Fork River and coordinating with Catawba County Soil and Water staff; identify content of blockages; develop an action plan to successfully clear identified blockages; create a budget to include permitting, etc.; coordinate with other partners to identify areas of collaboration; research and identify potential sources of funding; and monthly reporting to Catawba County manager.  The following MOU applies:

Memorandum of Understanding

This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) is entered into between Carolina Land and Lakes RC&D, Inc., a North Carolina 501c3 nonprofit corporation, ("CLL"), and Catawba County, a body politic of the State of North Carolina ("County"), this the _____ day of July, 2020. CLL has a long record of serving western North Carolina with many significant projects benefitting the citizens. An area of interest for CLL is water quality and resource concerns. Western NC is a unique part of the state with issues that are not seen in the east. One of the problems we are currently facing is the natural free flow of water in our streams and rivers. In Catawba County, the Jacobs Fork and Henry Fork Rivers have log jams and other debris which block the rivers. CLL would like to purpose a new project to try to help remedy this problem.

The name of the new project is Catawba County River Debris Project (“Project”), and CLL will be responsible for project management and searching for funding sources associated with the Project.

CLL’s Project Deliverables include:

· Research successful river cleanup projects that are in compliance with all local, state and federal regulations

· Quantify and Identify where the blockages are on Henry Fork River and Jacobs Fork River, coordinating with Catawba County Soil and Water staff

· Identify what the blockages consist of

· Develop an action plan to successfully clear the identified blockages

· Create a budget to include permitting, etc.

· Coordinate with other partners to identify areas of collaboration

· Research and identify potential sources of funding

· Monthly reporting to Catawba County Manager

Catawba County agrees to support the Project by providing funding to CLL in the amount of $10,000 for FY20/21 for these services.

d.  A request for Board approval of a Pyrotechnics Permit to Jeco Pyrotechnics, Inc. The Town of Catawba contracted with Jeco Pyrotechnics, Inc., which submitted a Pyrotechnic Permit application. The permit is for a fireworks display to be conducted on August 8, 2020, on property located at 101 Second St NW, Catawba, NC 28609, owned by Catawba Methodist Church. This display is part of the town festival that has been postponed multiple times. The display is scheduled to occur at 9:00 p.m. and is expected to end by 9:30pm.  The permit is subject to the adherence to social distancing requirement pursuant to the Governor’s Executive Order.

The original application date for the pyrotechnics permit was submitted on March 9, 2020, for a display date of April 18, 2020. Due to COVID-19 restrictions the Town chose to postpone with a display date of June 20, 2020. The original application was approved for this date. Jeco Pyrotechnics contacted the Fire Marshal’s Office on June 8th to advise the Town had chosen to again move the display to August 8, 2020.

At that time a new application and updated display plan was requested. This request was made due to the timeframe that had elapsed between March 9th approval and the new display date of August 8th. Terrain, location, environment, insurance certificates, display operator licensure, amongst other things may have changed since the original application. An updated application protects all parties involved in the pyrotechnics display.

Jeco Pyrotechnics, Inc. has a valid “Outdoor Pyrotechnics Display Operators Permit” through the North Carolina Department of Insurance and the Office of State Fire Marshal. Based on the application, all statutory requirements have been or will be met. If at any time, any requirement of the permit is not satisfied the Fire/Rescue Division will immediately revoke the permit.

b.  A request to the Board is issue an order of collection for Taxes for Fiscal Year 2021 (2020 tax year) as follows:

You are hereby authorized, empowered, and commanded to collect the taxes set forth in the tax records, filed in the Office of the Catawba County Tax Assessor and the tax receipts herewith delivered to you, in the amounts and from the taxpayers likewise therein set forth.  Such taxes are hereby declared to be first lien upon all real property of the respective taxpayers in Catawba County and this order shall be a full and sufficient authority to direct, require and enable you to levy on and sell any real and personal property of such taxpayers, for and on account thereof, in accordance with law.

Both the acceptance of the Settlement of Taxes for Fiscal Year 2020 (2019 tax year) and the order of collection came in the form of one motion by Commissioner Barnes, which carried unanimously.

c. A request to approve sixteen (16) releases totaling $2,634.34, and seventy-two (72) a Motor Vehicles Bill adjustments / refunds totaling $5,155.29 requested during the month of June.

North Carolina General Statute 105-381(b) states upon receipt of a taxpayer's written request for release or refund, the taxing unit’s governing body has 90 days to determine whether the taxpayer’s request is valid and to either approve the release or refund of the incorrect portion or to notify the taxpayer in writing that no release or refund will be made. During the month of June, Tax Office staff has checked records and verified the legitimacy of the requests.
Common reasons for release of tax bill amounts include changes in exemption status, change in situs, businesses closing / being sold, and material changes in property structures. The motor vehicle bill adjustments are largely due to pro-ration of tax bill amounts to account for mid-year transfers of ownership. Commissioner Butler made a motion to approve the releases and motor vehicle bill adjustment/refunds requested during the month of June.  The motion carried unanimously.

13.  Manager’s Report.

a.  County Manager Mick Berry presented a request for the Board to approve and adopt the Prudential NC 457 Plan, with an effective date of July 1, 2020. In 2008, Prudential was awarded the contract for both the NC 401(k) and NC 457 retirement savings plans.  As Prudential began offering the NC 457 plan to local government organizations, the County did not elect to participate. Staff would now like to offer this option to County employees. 

This benefit option can be easily incorporated into the County’s existing benefits.  Since County employees are familiar with the NC Total Retirement Plans website for the 401(k) plan, offering the NC 457 plan will enable employees to access both plans through one account. Just as with the 401(k), the County will offer an option for both a pre-tax (traditional) contribution and an after-tax (Roth) contribution. There is no cost to add the NC 457 plan to the benefit options.  Commissioner Butler made a motion to approve and adopt the Prudential NC 457 Plan, with an effective date of July 1, 2020.  The motion carried unanimously.
b. Assistant County Manager Bob Miracle presented a request for Board approval of the establishment of a special revenue fund in Fiscal Year 2020 to account for the revenue funding received under the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security Act (CARES Act) and COVID-19 expenses incurred. The federal government passed the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security Act (CARES Act) on March 27, 2020.  The Act provides funding to cover COVID-19 expenses for public health emergencies related to the global pandemic and incurred between March 1, 2020 and December 31, 2020.  The funds are intended to help state and local governments cover costs directly associated with the emergency.

CARES Act funding is from the US Department of the Treasury (Treasury) and passed through to local governments from State agencies.  The US Treasury has determined that the CARES Act funds are considered federal financial assistance and have been assigned a CFDA No. 21.019 and named Coronavirus Relief Fund. The North Carolina General Assembly under Session Law 2020-4 allocated amounts to each county. 

Based on NC General Statute 159-26(b)(2) and Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) Statement 54, CARES Act funds should be budgeted and accounted for in a special revenue fund. If the funds are utilized for more than one function, then separate accounts should be established within the fund to account for those functions separately.  Commissioner Hunsucker made a motion to establish this special revenue fund.  The motion carried unanimously.
c.  Assistant County Manager Mary Furtado presented a 2020 Short Session Legislative update.
